The mission of the Texas Health and Human Services Commission (HHSC) is to maintain and improve the health and human services system in Texas. The commission provides administrative oversight of these services and direct administration of some programs. HHSC oversees four distinct departments, including: the Department of Aging and Disability Services (DADS), the Department of State Health Services (DSHS), the Department of Assistive and Rehabilitative Services (DARS), and the Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS). Programs administered by HHSC include: Medicaid, Children's Health Insurance Program (CHIP), Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), and SNAP Food Benefits and Nutritional Programs, among others. In addition, HHSC oversees the Healthy Marriage Program.
